SUBJECT: LICENSING AND REGULATION OF BUSINESSES
FROM: JOHN SISSON, CITY CLERK

RECOMMENDED MOTION

1.

That By-law 2002-288 regarding the licensing and regulation of business operations within the
City of Barrie be repealed and replaced with the draft by-laws attached as Schedule “D” to Staff
Report CLK074-06.

PURPOSE & BACKGROUND

2.

The current Business Licensing By-law 2002-288 came into effect on December 31 2002. This
by-law set out comprehensive licensing criteria under the provisions of the Municipal Act, R.S.O.
1990, c. M45.

The Municipal Act, S.0. 2001, c.25, s. 150 defines authorizes a local municipality to license,
regulate and govern any business wholly or partly carried on within the municipality even if the
business is being carried on from a location outside the municipality. It defines a business as a
“trade, business or occupation, which includes the sale or hire of goods or services on an
intermittent or one time basis, the showing for the purpose of sale or hire of samples, patterns or
specimens of any goods and an activity or thing” a municipality may license but does not include:

a. a manufacturing activity or an industry, except to the extent that it sells its products or raw
materials by retail;

b. the selling of goods by wholesale; or,

C. the generation, exploitations, extraction, harvesting, processing, renewal or transportation
of natural resources.”

The Municipal Act, S.0. 2001, c. 25, s. 150 provides that a municipality may only exercise its
licensing powers, including the imposing of conditions, for one or more of the following purposes:

a. health and safety;
b. nuisance control; or,
c. consumer protection.

Section 150 (4) of the Municipal Act requires that before the passing of a by-law under s.150, the
council of the municipality shall, except in the case of an emergency,

a. hold at least one public meeting at which any person who attends has an opportunity to
make representation with respect to the matter; and,

b. ensure that notice of the public meeting is given.
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6. Current criteria established under the provisions of By-law 2002-288 ensures that businesses are
operated in a safe manner adhering to the various municipal by-laws, codes and regulations
which are designed to protect the public interest. As a result of the City’s business licensing,
Barrie has been able to establish and ensure a business culture, through:

a. the application of costs directly relating to each licence classification where inspections
are needed or where the cost of enforcement or administration is more onerous and
costs to the municipality are higher;

b. the creation of a cost recovery based licensing system that reflects all related costs to the
municipality, including the administration and enforcement. The cost of administration
and enforcement related to business activities within the community is significantly
reduced to the ratepayers;

C. the mandatory payment of taxes. It is the opinion of staff that the requirement to have all
taxes paid up in order to obtain or renew a business licence has encouraged tax payment
or the establishment of a payment plan;

d. requiring compliance with various regulations relating to such business or industry;

e. ensuring adequate qualifications are maintained by licensees;

f. the protection of the public by ensuring adequate insurance is maintained, where
applicable;

g. ensuring that business operations do not interfere with another person’s natural

enjoyment of their own property;
h. the payment of fines, where applicable; and,

i ensuring that activities which may be illegal or otherwise not permitted under other
legislation are not permitted to continue through the operation of such business.

Current Enforcement/Administration

7. As part of the licensing process, inspections and/or approvals from various departments and
agencies are required, as determined appropriate and necessary for the class of business for
which application is being made. Various departments and agencies are involved in the
application process to ensure that all businesses meet certain minimum standards with respect to
their operation and premises.

8. Approval from the Zoning Branch of the Building Services Department is required for most
businesses located within the City of Barrie to ensure that the business location adequately
meets the provisions of the Zoning By-law. Zoning approval is not required for mobile or transient
business operations. Where the business proposes to operate in a location which is not
sufficiently zoned, the Zoning Branch of the Building Services Department will not approve the
business licence application and a business licence would not be issued.

9. The Finance Department reviews all applications for businesses located within the City to ensure
that the taxes are paid up to date. Where taxes are in arrears, approval is not given by the
Finance Department and a business license would not be issued. This has proven to be a
successful tool in collecting outstanding taxes and further provides the incentive for the licensee
to keep tax payments current. Businesses are availed the opportunity to set up payment plans in
lieu of full payment of taxes.

The Barrie Fire and Emergency Service (BFES) carries out inspection of various business
premises as deemed necessary by Barrie Fire and Emergency Service. Where the business
operation is found to be in compliance with the requirements of the Barrie Fire and Emergency
Service, approval is given for the issuance of the business licence. Where violations are noted
and approval is not granted, the business licence would not be issued and enforcement regarding
the noted violations would continue by Barrie Fire and Emergency Service. This process ensures
on an annual basis that businesses meet Ontario Fire Code requirements. The BFES also
determines occupant loads related to places of public assembly, confirms required emergency
exits, etc. as part of their approval process.

The Building Services Department administers examinations for Master Plumbers as a condition
of licensing to ensure that individuals employed in these trades are adequately qualified with
respect to the Ontario Building Code requirements for plumbing installations, as well as local
policies.

Staff Report CLK029-06 identified that the Building Services Department also administered
examinations for Master Electricians as a condition of licensing, to ensure that individuals
employed in these trades were adequately qualified. However in June 2006, Ontario Regulation
347/06 made under the Municipal Act, 2001 set out that,

“A municipality does not have the power under Part IV of the Act to establish a registry for or to
license, regulate or govern electricians, master electricians or electrical contractors”.

Consequently, all criteria regarding the licensing and regulation of Master Electricians and
Electrical Contractors is being deleted from the proposed by-law.

The Building Services Department also carries out inspections of various business premises as
has been deemed necessary by the Department to ensure compliance with the Ontario Building
Code and applicable by-laws. Where compliance is noted the Building Services Department
would provide their approval of the application and a business licence could be issued. Where
violations are noted and approval is not provided, the business licence would not be issued and
enforcement relating to the noted building violations would continue by the Building Services
Department.

The Simcoe Muskoka District Health Unit (SMDHU) provides annual inspection of certain
business operations as deemed appropriate by the SMDHU for compliance with the Health Act
and Tobacco Control Act/Smoke Free Ontario Act as enforced by the SMDHU. Such inspections
ensure the health safety of eating establishments and other food premises as well as ensuring
that business operators do not engaged in the sale of cigarettes and tobacco to minors or
permitting smoking in a premise where such activity is prohibited. The SMDHU advises the
Municipal Law Section upon application of a business if violations have been noted for such
business operation and where approval is therefore not granted. Where approval is not granted a
business licence would not be issued and enforcement relating to the noted violations would
continue by Simcoe Muskoka District Health Unit.

The Barrie Police Service participates in the licensing process by providing criminal record
checks to taxicab drivers, tow truck drivers, limousine drivers, and other applicants as may be
deemed necessary and as may be required by the by-law. Additionally, the Barrie Police Service
will communicate any concerns they may have regarding the operation of any business or the
licensing of any individual within the community, and upon consideration of the concerns
forwarded by the Barrie Police Service, the Issuer of Licences may determine not to issue a
business licence in the public interest.

Other departments and agencies are involved in the approval process from time to time as may
be necessitated by the nature of the business, and at the discretion of the Issuer of Licences in
the interest of consumer protection and public safety.

The Municipal Law Enforcement Section of the City Clerk’s Office co-ordinates the approvals and
comments from the various Departments and ensures that all approvals are obtained prior to the
issuance of any business licence. The Municipal Law Enforcement Section also undertakes
appropriate inspections at the time of application and as may be appropriate or necessary during
the life of the licence to ensure compliance with the standards established for the business class.

The Municipal Law Enforcement Section enjoys a co-operative relationship with the various
agencies and departments involved in the business licensing process, working closely with the
agencies and departments involved in the application process, suspected violations, and
generally to ensure the protection of the public through the licensing system.

Over recent years, and particularly since the passage of the Business Licensing By-law in 1997,
the public have become more reliant on the municipality to protect their interests through
licensing.

The Economic Development Department, the Chamber of Commerce, the Ontario Municipal
Property Assessment Corporation and Revenue Canada also rely on a comprehensive licensing
by-law to provide them with information pertaining to business locations, conduct and
management, etc. of businesses within the City of Barrie.

With the exception of those classifications exempt under the Municipal Act or those which
otherwise may be expressly exempt by the Minister from licensing (i.e. delivery service, real
estate agents, etc.), all retail businesses including service-oriented and professional businesses
are currently required, and will continue to be required to have a business licence to carry on or
operate a business in the City of Barrie.

In February 2006, Motion 06-G-059 directed “that staff in the City Clerk’s Office review and report
back to General Committee on the feasibility of implementing a security deposit as part of the
City’s business licensing regulations for trade shows, special events, and similar events that
result in increased enforcement by the City of Barrie and/or Barrie Police Service as a result of
the event activities”.

Staff Report CLK029-06 was presented to General Committee in May 2006 setting out a draft by-
law and seeking approval to schedule a public meeting (06-G-244).

Two public consultation sessions were convened in June 2006. Public notices were placed in the
local newspaper inviting interested parties to attend one or both of these meetings to provide their
comments and input.

A public meeting as required by the provisions of the Municipal Act and as authorized by
Resolution 06-G-244 was also convened on September 28, 2006. Public notice was placed in
the local newspaper as required advising of the time, place and purpose of this meeting.

During the public meeting, staff were requested to bring forward licensing criteria relating to
Home Inspectors. Individuals carrying on the business of Home Inspectors are currently required
to obtain a “Basic” City of Barrie Business Licence. The Canadian Association of Home and
Property Inspectors (CAHPI) is a professional Association representing home inspectors across
Canada. There are 7 chapters including one in Ontario. As a professional association, CAHPI
has in place a certification process for home inspectors, but does not require the individual
certifying to be a member of their organization. Certification is a voluntary process and a
representative of CAHPI has confirmed that Home Inspectors are not required by law to be
certified by their organization or any other, meet any minimum standards, or be a member of this
or any other similar professional Association before providing services as a home or property
inspector to any member of the public. CAHPI does set out profession standards and a code of
ethics for their membership.

Most of the amendments being recommended were housekeeping or syntax amendments. Such
amendments b not substantially change the criteria or obligations of the licensee contained
within the current by-law. These amendments are recommended to improve wording to facilitate
enforcement, clarify clauses, respond to case law decisions, and specify requirements imposed
by other departments or agencies for a clearer reference by the applicant, courts, etc.

Provisions in the current licensing by-law provide for the refusal, suspension or revocation of a
business licence where non-compliance exists, or where it is deemed not in the best interest of
the community to issue a licence, particularly where it would pose a risk or danger to the health
and safety of the public or for the non-payment of municipal taxes. The proposed by-law will
retain these provisions.

In determining the proposed amendments, additions and deletions to the by-law, staff have
consulted with the various departments and agencies involved in the licensing process.
Comments received have been addressed within the recommended amendments, where
feasible.

Staff have monitored certain business classifications since the passage of the licensing by-law in
2001 and are recommending that in the interest of the business sector, certain classifications be
blended to a single business classification. As an example, it is recommended that Lawn
Maintenance Contractor, Snow Removal Contractor and Landscaping Contractor be blended to a
single business classification, specifically “Property Maintenance Contractor”.

Staff are also recommending the deletion of certain specific classifications which will otherwise be
captured under the “Basic” business licensing classification. These include “Shoe Shine Shop”
and “Shoe Repair Shop”.

As a result of recommendations received during the Public Meeting on August 28, 2006, a new
classification, “Home/Property Inspector” is being recommended. Operating criteria has been
included in the draft by-law attached as “Schedule D” to Staff Report CLK074-06. The criteria will
require individuals to carry photo identification issued by the City, maintain minimum liability
insurance in the amount of $2,000,000 and limit their hours of operation to between 9:00 a.m. and
9:00 p.m. where inspections are related to a residential property.

Staff are recommending the separating out of transportation related business classifications from
the general licensing by-law to an independent by-law. The separation will simplify reference by
the industry, enforcement officers and the courts as well as simplify the process should future
changes specific to the transportation industry by required.

At the request of the Board of Directors of Downtown Barrie Business Improvement Area, staff
are recommending the inclusion of appropriate wording to prohibit the placement of
Newspaper/Distribution Boxes within the geographic boundaries of the Downtown Barrie
Business Improvement area.

During consultation with the Finance Department it was recommended that Liability Insurance
limits be increased from $1,000,000 to $2,000,000 for each licensing classification required to
provide proof of liability insurance to reflect current industry norms. Staff have incorporated this
housekeeping amendment in the proposed by-law. For those specific classifications which
currently require $5,000,000 liability insurance (e.g. demolition contractors) will remain
unchanged.

Hours of Operation — Outdoor Patios:

In the draft by-law circulated under Staff Report CLK029-06, staff recommended limiting the
hours of operation for Outdoor Patios operated on private property in conjunction with
restaurant/taverns to 11:15 p.m. This was consistent with current criteria for Outdoor Patios
operated on municipal property in conjunction with a restaurant/tavern operation.

It was also recommended that no entertainment be permitted in Restaurant/Tavern - Outdoor
Patio areas on both private and municipal property after 11:00 p.m.

The intent of this recommendation was to bring operating hours generally into line with provisions
regarding amplified sound, shouting, etc. set out in the Noise Control By-law 2006-142 mitigating
potential violations and demands on enforcement resources. Additionally, this recommendation
was made in response to complaints and petitions received from residents, particularly in the
downtown, objecting to noise emanating from such premises.

In response to this recommendation, staff have received a significant volume of correspondence
and input from the hospitality industry objecting to the limiting of hours of operation for outdoor
patios. Additional written comments objecting to this restriction have been received from the
Downtown Barrie Business Improvement Area Office as well as Tourism Barrie. A significant
number of comments were also received from members of the hospitality industry during the
Public Meeting voicing their objection to the limiting of hours for the operation of outdoor patios.
Industry representatives have indicated that this will have a significantly detrimental impact on
their business operation.

While the provisions of the Smoke Free Ontario Act may apply to individuals smoking on patios,
depending on the design of the patio, concern was expressed that generally patrons will have no
where to smoke other than on the street and this will continue to cause noise and other problems.

Business owners/operators have commented that they have invested significantly in the design
and development of their outdoor patios and they must rely heavily on the seasonal contribution
from business occurring from the outdoor patios.

Conversely, residents particularly from the downtown area have appealed to staff and members
of Council requesting that limits be placed on the hours of operation of the outdoor patios to
assist in maintaining a peaceful environment in which they can reside.

The Noise By-law 2004-142 currently prohibits amplified sound where it creates “noise” at the
residential point of reception in the Downtown Business Improvement Area after 11:00 p.m. and,
in all other residential areas of the City, at all times. Amplified sound resulting from outdoor
speakers is prohibited after 11:00 p.m. or at the close of business, whichever is the earlier in the
Downtown BIA. The Noise By-law further prohibits noise resulting from shouting, hollering, etc. at
all times in all residential areas of the City.

Staff have consulted with the Barrie Police Service regarding the enforcement of the provisions of
the noise by-law in the downtown core. The Barrie Police Service has identified that noise
complaints are received regarding activities of patrons in the outdoor patios, individuals on the
streets, amplified sound emanating from various premises, etc. The Barrie Police Service are
responsible for the enforcement of the qualitative provisions of the noise by-law under which
noise of this nature is regulated. The Barrie Police Service advise that they respond to noise
complaints on a priority basis and that where a violation is noted or a witness statement is
provided appropriate charges are laid. After careful consideration of the comments received and
the provisions of the Noise By-law, staff are recommending that the hours of operation of outdoor
patios not be limited at this time and that the Barrie Police Service be requested to strictly enforce
the provisions of the Noise By-law, particularly in the downtown.

Refreshment Vehicles:

During the Public Meeting comments were received objecting to the current 10 foot set-back
limitations for refreshment vehicles. The current licensing criteria sets out that no LPG (liquefied
petroleum gas), LNG (liguefied natural gas) or any combustible fuelled appliance be operated
within 10 feet of any structure, door, window, or opening which shall include an alcove or
alleyway. After consultation with Barrie Fire and Emergency Service and a review of the current
provisions of the Ontario Fire Code, it is recommended that this requirement be deleted. Should
a particular safety concern arise, the general provisions of the licensing by-law enables the Issuer
of Licenses to require any inspection or approval deemed necessary, and in the interest of public
safety, an inspection by Barrie Fire and Emergency Service could be ordered.

Electrical Contractors & Master Electrician:

As a result of the passage of Ontario Regulation 347/06 which came into effect on July 1, 2006
the licensing and regulation of Electrical Contractors and Master Electricians is no longer
authorized and therefore has been deleted from the Draft By-law.

Home/Property Inspectors:

As suggested during the Public Meeting, staff have developed a licensing criteria and fee
structure for Home Inspectors. It is recommended that each individual providing senices as a
Home Inspector in the City of Barrie be required to obtain a City of Barrie Business Licence
annually. Each inspector will be required to provide proof of liability insurance in the minimum
amount of $2,000,000 as a security assurance for the public. As these individuals will be entering
into the private dwelling units of residents, it is recommended that these individuals be required to
provide a criminal record check and two pieces of photo identification at the time of application.
This will serve to ensure that the individual to whom a licence is being issued is not an adverse
risk to the public. Upon approval of the application, the applicant will be required to submit to a
photo identification by the City and be required to carry and display this photo identification with
him/her at all times while providing services as a Home Inspector within the City. A $350.00
annual licensing fee is recommended based on the formulas established for licensing fees under
this report.

Taxi Industry:

A report has been filed from the taxi industry indicating that the proposed licence fees for taxi
companies, taxi cabs, and taxi drivers are too high. License fees are being recommended based
on the cost recovery formula utilized for all business classifications.

The proposed licence fees are as follows:

Taxi Company: Current: $250.00 Recommended: $350.00
Taxicab: Current: $250.00 Recommended: $300.00
Taxi Driver: Current: $100.00 Recommended: $350.00

It should be noted that the licence fee for taxi drivers was reduced at the time of consideration by
Council to the current fee of $100.00.

The nature of this industry requires a significant amount of enforcement by Municipal Law
Enforcement Officers and Barrie Police Service, including after-hours investigations, vehicle
inspections, driver testing, etc. These investigations are carried out to ensure compliance with
the provisions of the by-law in an effort to ensure compliance with the operating criteria and public
safety.

The proposed licence fees for this industry and other business classifications considered under
this report are based on a cost recovery formula relating to enforcement and administrative costs
associated with the particular business classification.

Staff are not recommending a decrease in the proposed licence fee under this by-law.

The taxi industry also expressed concern regarding the current tariffs and rates. A report filed by
the industry identified comparative rates in other municipalities identifying that the current tariffs
and rates authorized in Barrie are among the lowest. The industry has requested an increase in
tariffs and rates to more accurately reflect operating costs and in particular increasing fuel and
maintenance costs.

Staff concur with the recommendation of the taxi industry and are recommending that the tariff
and waiting time rates be increased to those rates recommended by the industry.

Staff are further recommending that an independent by-law be established regarding the
transportation industry which encompasses the taxi industry, limousine industry and tow truck
industry. This will allow periodic reviews of the by-law including fees as may be deemed
necessary without impacting the general licensing by-law as a whole.

Staff are recommending that taxi drivers, limo drivers and tow truck drivers be required to
produce at the time of application, a letter of employment or letter verifying an offer of
employment from the taxi, limo or towing company identified by the applicant so as to eliminate
potential liability to such company where employment or offer of employment does not exist.

Cost Recovery — Policing Costs:

Staff have consulted with Barrie Police Service regarding the feasibility of quantitatively analyzing
specific additional policing costs as a result of activities arising from a particular special event.
The Barrie Police Service have advised that they are unable to identify and track costs associated
with enforcement arising specifically as a result of the activities arising from a special event as
opposed to enforcement carried out in the same area at the same time as the special event.

Without the ability to quantitatively track specific applicable costs, it would not be possible to draw
down related policing costs from a letter of credit or other financial security held by the City for a
special event.

Staff have noted that generally there are additional policing and municipal law enforcement costs
for trade shows, special events and other similar events. The fees analysis for these particular
licensing categories contemplates the average additional costs associated enforcement and the
recommended licence fees suggest appropriate compensation by the license holder to the City in
relation to associated costs. A similar analysis was carried out in 2005 during consideration of a
licensing by-law pertaining to the Adult Entertainment Industry.

Where appropriate, staff are recommending that definitions be modified to reflect the definitions
consistent with the City’s Zoning By-law to provide a consistency for the public. Some minor
modifications have been made since the presentation of Staff Report CLK029-06 and the Public
Meeting. These changes are minor in nature and intended to align the Licensing By-law with the
changes being recommended to the Zoning By-law.

Proposed changes will not authorize or permit any activity otherwise prohibited by any other
Provincial or Federal Statute including the Criminal Code of Canada.

Appendix “A” to Staff Report CLK074-06 sets out the final proposed significant amendments,
additions and deletions to the definition sections of the proposed by-laws.

Appendix “B” to Staff Report CLK074-06 sets out proposed amendments, additions and deletions
of significance to the operating criteria of the proposed licensing by-laws.

Appendix “C” to Staff Report CLK074-06 sets out a summary of the fees analysis including

current fees, estimated costs associated with the by-law review and enforcement, and
recommended licence fees.

Appendix “D” to Staff Report CLK074-06 are the proposed draft by-laws (general licensing and
transportation industry) reflecting changes to the current Licensing By-law 2002-288.

Under the provisions of the Municipal Act, the City of Barrie is permitted to recover all applicable
costs associated with the licensing program, including:

a. preparation of the by-law;
b. inspections related to the by -law;
C. enforcement of the by-law against a person operating a business without a licence;

d. prosecution and court proceedings
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ALTERNATIVES

There is one alternatives available to General Committee particularly with respect to hours of
operation of outdoor patios:

Alternative #1 Council may enact any portion of the draft by-laws attached as Appendix D
to Staff Report CLK074-06 with such portions to be consolidated within the
current licensing by-law for enactment prior to December 31, 2006.

Alternative #2 Council may re-enact the current licensing by-law (By-law 2002-288)
without amendment to the criteria or license fees. It is imperative that at a
minimum, the currently licensing by-law be re-enacted before December
31, 2006.

Licence Fee Structure

Staff have engaged in detailed discussions and information analysis with the Finance Department
to establish the formula for developing license fees based on cost recovery. Estimated hourly
rates, overhead and staff time of the various departments and agencies involved in the licensing
process have been taken into consideration. The proposed fees have been arrived at after careful
analysis of costs associated with business licensing activities, including administration,
enforcement, and prosecution. Staff believe that this analysis satisfies the current provisions for
establishing license fees based on cost recovery, as set out in the Municipal Act. Costs
associated with research and development of the proposed by -laws have also been contemplated
and incorporated into the overall cost recovery analysis

In recommending the business license fees, staff have attempted to find a balance between full
recovery of related costs and the need to constrain the subsidy the general ratepayers contribute
to business regulations, and the concerns and interest of the business community. In some
instances it should be noted that the proposed license fee does not meet the fundamental
elements of the cost recovery analysis however, the reduced fee is being recommended in light of
the significant increase over current licence fees and the potential restrictive impact fees which
would be fully cost recovery may have.

In some cases, where business classifications have been combined (e.g. Landscape Contractor
and Snow Removal Contractor), an overall reduction in fees collected by the City may result.

Proposed licence fees are set out in Appendix “C” to Staff Report CLK074-06.

1.0.0.0.0 BUSINESS LICENSING
DEFINITIONS
For the purpose of this by-law:
ALARM INSTALLATION CONTRACTOR - means a person who installs
alarms or other warning or sounding devices which are intended to alert as

to an impending danger or risk and shall include but is not limited to fire
alarms and burglar alarms.

ANTENNA INSTALLATION CONTRACTOR - means a person who
installs, erects, constructs, reconstructs, alters or repairs structures used as
an antenna. The above shall include but is not limited to satellite dishes
and television antenna.

ANTIQUE - for the purpose of this Section, antique shall mean any good,
object, material, merchandise or item of any kind which is of a higher value
because of its age, and in the case of vehicles such age shall be 25 years
or more.

APPLIANCE REPAIR - means a person engaged in the restoring or
maintenance of household or domestic appliances to a state of operation or
good condition and shall include but is not limited to the replacement or
restoration of worn out parts.

APPLICANT - means a person who is required to be licensed pursuant to
this by-law or who has made application for a licence to the Issuer of
Licences and shall include a Licensee.

APPROPRIATE AUTHORITY HAVING JURISDICTION - means:

with regard to Health matters, the Medical Officer of Health, for the

HOME OCCUPATION - means an occupation, trade, business, profession
or craft carried on as an accessory use to the use of the dwelling as the
private residence of the person carrying on the occupation, trade, business,
profession or craft.

HOTEL — means a building or part of a building in which a minimum of six
rooms are provided for rent as places of abode, usually on a temporary or
transient basis, and may include accessory uses such as meeting rooms,
banquet halls, public dining room, facilities for the temporary exhibition and
sale of goods on an intermittent basis and any premise licensed under the
Liquor License Act, R.S.0O.

PAWN SHOP - means business or premise where the business of a
pawnbroker is carried out.

PAVING-RESURFACING CONTRACTOR - means a person who lays a
superficial covering of tar, rubber, pavement or other similar product on or
over a street, road, driveway or other surface and shall include but is not
limited to resurfacing, top coating or other similar applications to a surface.

PEDICAB - means a vehicle propelled by muscular power for hire for the
conveyance of passengers. Does not include a taxicab or limousine.

PERSON - includes any individual, corporation, partnership, company,
association or party and the heirs, executors, administrators, or other legal
representative of such person, to whom the context can apply according to
law; shall include any group of persons comprising a society or other
organization and shall include the plural wherein the context requires.

PET GROOMER - means a person who grooms, brushes, trims, manicures
or otherwise attends to the cosmetic care of animals.



PET GROOMER (MOBILE) — means a person who goes from place to
place who grooms, brushes, trims, manicures or otherwise attends to the
cosmetic care of animals.

PET SHOP - means a location or premise where animals, fish, or birds for
use as pets are sold or kept for sale.

PHYSICAL FITNESS CENTRE - means a location or premise which offers
equipment, training, programs or other facilities or services designed to
influence the conditions of a person’s body. May also include the operation
of a whirlpool but does not include the operation of a swimming pool as
defined hereunder.

PLACE OF AMUSEMENT - RENTAL - means a business or premise in
which are offered facilities for the renting of or temporary use of equipment,
items or other equipment designed for the entertainment of the public.
Shall include but shall not be limited to recreational concessions offering
roller blades, roller skates, recreational watercraft, snow vehicles, snow
boards, skis or other similar devices, bicycles, tricycles or other similar
vehicles, etc.

PLUMBING CONTRACTOR - means a person who:

is engaged in the business of contracting for the making and
repairing a plumbing installation or plumbing work;

is either himself a Master Plumber or employs a Master Plumber;

in any way solicits, advertises or holds himself out to the public as
doing plumbing work, or as being a Plumbing Contractor.

PLUMBING INSTALLATION - means a system or part of a system of
plumbing installed or to be installed in or upon any building or premise. The
expressions "work on a plumbing installation" or "make a plumbing
installation" include the installation, maintenance, alteration, extension and
repair of the plumbing and the connection of plumbing with any of the
plumbing equipment or with any other part of the plumbing system.

PLUMBER - MASTER or MASTER PLUMBER - means a person who:

is skilled in the planning, superintending and installing of plumbing;
and

is familiar with the laws, rules and regulations governing the same.
PLUMBING WORK - means the work of assembling, connecting, placing,
replacing, repairing, installing, maintaining or altering of any plumbing
installation.
POOL - (see swimming pool)
PREMISE - means land, including any and all buildings or other structures

thereon and includes any vehicle or conveyance used in the operation of
the business.



PROPERTYMAINTENANCE CONTRACTOR - means a business which
provides property maintenance services including but not limited to:

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GENERAL PROVISIONS - BUSINESS LICENSING

Every person carrying on, conducting, operating, maintaining, keeping or
engaging in any business specifically identified in the Licence
Classifications set out in Part 2 - Business Licensing and identified in Table
1 to this by-law, as amended shall be required to obtain a City of Barrie
Business Licence to do so from the Issuer of Licences.

Every person carrying on, conducting, operating, maintaining, keeping or
engaging in any business not specifically identified in Licence
Classifications set out in Part 2 - Business Licensing and identified in Table
1 to this by-law, as amended shall be required to obtain a Basic City of
Barrie Business Licence to do so from the Issuer of Licences.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Section and , no City
of Barrie Business Licence shall be required by a business where the
operation of such business is exclusively itinerant within the City of Barrie
and the location of operation of the applicant business is outside the
corporate limits of the City of Barrie.

APPLICATION FOR NEW LICENCE

Any person required to obtain a licence pursuant to this by-law shall apply
in writing on the appropriate application form as provided by the Issuer of
Licences and shall deposit, at the time of application, with the Issuer of
Licenses, all required Business Licence Fees as set out in Table 1 to this
by-law for each business category as well as any required approvals,
inspections or documentation required by the provisions of this by-law or as
deemed necessary by the Issuer of Licenses.

The Issuer of Licences shall not issue a licence until:
all required approvals and inspections have been obtained by the
applicant;
required documentation has been provided;
business licence fees have been paid in full; and,

all taxes are paid up to the City of Barrie when required as a
condition of licensing.

There shall be a separate application for each premise to be used or
person to be licensed.

There shall be a separate application for each classification or category of
business operated and to be licensed.

The applicant shall comply with any and all requirements as set out in this
by-aw as well as any other provisions which may govern the business,
place or premise used in the carrying on of the business and/or the persons
carrying on the business or engaged in it and to which the application
pertains.
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The bsuer of Licences, upon receipt of the application for a licence may
make, cause to be made, or request, any additional documents,
investigations or inspections to be made in respect of such application for a
licence as the Issuer of Licences deems appropr iate or in the interest of the
general public, and any costs incurred for such inspection or documents
shall be at the applicant's expense.

The applicant shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary inspections,

documents and approvals as set out in Table 1 to this by-law, as set out on
the application form and as deemed necessary by the Issuer of Licences.

Upon receipt of a completed application for a licence and the appropriate
fees for a licence have been paid, the Issuer of Licences may prior to the
issuance of any such licence:

Except as may otherwise be specified within this by -law or specified as a
Special Condition as authorized by this by-law, every licence shall expire
one year from the date from the day it was issued.

APPLICATION FOR RENEWAL LICENCE

Any person required to renew a licence previously granted under this by-
law, shall submit to the Issuer of Licences, an application form for renewal
of the licence as provided by the Issuer of Licences. Every applicant shall
obtain any and all inspections, approvals and documentation as required by
this by-law or as deemed necessary by the Issuer of Licences.

The Issuer of Licences shall not issue a licence until all required approvals
and inspections have been obtained by the applicant, required
documentation has been provided, business licence fees have been paid in
full, and all taxes are paid up to the City of Barrie.



Where the Issuer of Licences receives an application for renewal of a
licence previously granted under this by-law and the appropriate fees have
been paid, he shall, prior to the issuance of any such licence:

ensure that all inspections, approvals and documents as may be
required have been obtained;

make inquiries into all relevant matters in order to ascertain if the

applicant is entitled to obtain a renewed licence under the
provisions of this by-law;

inquire into any and all relevant changes in circumstances since
the previous licence was issued to the applicant;

make any inquiries to any municipal official or employee who has
carried out inspections or investigations relative to the business
under application;

receive reports from such municipal officials and employees as
may be deemed necessary; and,

all taxes are paid up to the City of Barrie when required as a
condition of licensing.

There shall be a separate application for each premise to be used or
person to be licensed.

Where the Issuer of Licenses is satisfied that the applicant is entitled to
obtain a licence under the provisions of this by-law, the Issuer of Licences
shall prepare and issue a licence to the said applicant.

FORM OF LICENCE

Every licence shall show therein:

In the event that a licence issued under this by-law is lost or

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upon which shall be stamped or marked the word "DUPLICATE".

CHANGE OF NAME PR—

Where ownership of a business is not changed or affected but
such the operating name of a business changes, the licensee shall
immediately notify the Issuer of Licences and upon payment of a
fee and being satisfied that there have been no other changes in
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the circumstances of the licensed business, the Issuer of Licences
may issue a replacement of the original licence. The licensee shall
return and surrender his licence in order to affect such a change.

CHANGE OF OWNERSHIP

Every licensee shall, upon change of ownership of the licensed business

return and surrender his current licence to the Issuer of Licences. The new
owner shall make application for a new licence as set out in this by -law.

CHANGE OF PREMISE OR LOCATION

Where a currently licensed business changes location or premise, such
new location or premise shall not be deemed to be licensed.

INSPECTION

The Municipal Law Enforcement Officer, Provincial Offences Officer, Police
Officer or other duly appointed individual may at all reasonable times,
inspect or cause to be inspected the premise, facilities, equipment,
vehicles, and other property used or kept for hire in connection with the
carrying on of a business which is licensed or which is required to be
licensed pursuant to this by-law.

The Issuer of Licenses may waive the requirement for any inspection,
approval or documentation as may be required pursuant to this by-law
where such inspection, approval or documentation is not applicable to the
carrying on of the business which is licensed or required to be licensed
under this by-law.

POSTING OF LICENCE

The person to whom a licence is issued shall post the current licence on the
premise or that part thereof to which the licence pertains in such a position
that may be readily seen and read by persons entering the premise. All
licences issued under this by-law shall be prominently and conspicuously
posted on the licensed premise at all times.

Where a licence is issued to a person who goes place to place or a
particular place with goods, wares, or merchandise for sale, the licensee
shall keep the licence with him at all times while carrying out his business
and shall exhibit it to any municipal law enforcement officer, peace officer,
police officer or other duly appointed person who so requests.

Where a photo identification card is issued to a person licensed under the
provisions of this by-law, the licensee shall keep the photo identification
card with him at all times while carrying on his business and shall exhibit it
to any municipal law enforcement officer, peace officer, police officer or
other duly appointed person who so requests.



REFUSAL TO GRANT A LICENCE

The Issuer of Licences may refuse to grant or issue a licence to any
applicant who:

has past breaches of this by-law, and the Issuer of Licences
determines that it is not in the public's interest to grant such a
licence to the applicant; or

has failed to comply with the requirements of this by-law or other
applicable by-laws of the City or of any Local Board thereof, or of
any Statue, Order-in-Council, or Regulation of the Provincial
Legislature or the Parliament of Canada, or of any Agency, Board
of Commission thereof, in, upon or in connection with the applied
for licensed activity of the business or premise, facilities,
equipment, vehicles and other property used or kept for hire in
connection with the licence activity; or

has outstanding taxes owing to the City of Barrie; or
has a tenant with outstanding taxes owing to the City of Barrie; or

has any outstanding fines imposed under the Provincial Offences
Act for the contravention of any provision of this by-law or any other
municipal by-law or Provincial statute where such fine is associated
with an offence arising out of the conduct, operation or activity
within or in conjunction with such business.

The Issuer of Licences may also refuse to grant or issue a licence to any
applicant where the Issuer of Licences believes it is not in the public interest
to do so.

SUSPENSION/REVOCATION

The Issuer of Licences may suspend or revoke a licence issued to any
licensee who:

has past breaches of this by-law; or

has failed to comply with the requirements of this by-law or other
applicable by-laws of the City or of any Local Board thereof, or of
any Statue, Order-in-Council, or Regulation of the Provincial
Legislature or the Parliament of Canada, or of any Agency, Board
of Commission thereof, in, upon or in connection with the applied
for licensed activity of the business or premise, facilities,
equipment, vehicles and other property used or kept for hire in
connection with the licence activity; or

has outstanding taxes owing to the City of Barrie; or

has a tenant with outstanding taxes owing to the City of Barrie; or



has any outstanding fines imposed under the Provincial Offences
Act for the contravention of any provision of this by-law or any other
municipal by-law or Provincial statute where such fine is associated
with an offence arising out of the conduct, operation or activity
within or in conjunction with such business.

The Issuer of Licences may also suspend or revoke any licence issued to
any applicant where the Issuer of Licences believes it is in the public
interest to do so.

Any suspension of a licence may be subject to such terms and conditions
as the Issuer of Licences may prescribe.

No person shall operate any business or premise contrary to any licence

suspension or terms and conditions thereto or where such licence has been
revoked.

NOTICE AND APPEAL

Where the Issuer of Licences refuses to issue, suspends, or revokes a
licence the said Issuer of Licences shall notify the applicant in writing of
such decision and the said notice shall set out the grounds upon which the
issue of the said licence is refused and shall state that the Applicant or
Licensee may appeal such decision by filing an appeal with the Clerk of the
municipality within fifteen (15) days as set out in this by-law.

Where the Issuer of Licences refuses to grant a licence, suspends or
revokes a licence under this by-law the Applicant or Licensee may appeal
this decision to the Council of the Corporation by filing with the Clerk an
appeal, in writing, of the said decision within (15) fifteen days of being
notified of the decision of the Issuer of Licences.

Upon receipt of an appeal from the applicant the Clerk and Council shall
follow the procedure set out in this by -law.

The Council of the Corporation may, after the appropriate hearing is
conducted grant a licence, refuse to grant a licence, revoke a licence or
suspend a licence and may make any suspension of licence subject to
such terms or conditions as Council may prescribe and a decision made
pursuant to the exercise of these powers is final and binding upon the
applicant or any licensee.

Council, in considering whether or not to grant a licence, refuse to grant a
licence, or to revoke or suspend a licence shall have regard to the
following:

whether or not the Applicant or Licensee and the premise, facilities,
equipment, vehicles and other personal property used or kept for
hire in connection with the carrying on of a business which is
licensed or which is required to be licensed, pursuant to this by-
law, complies with all requirements of this by-law;



whether or not the Applicant or Licensee has failed to promptly
remedy any reasonable concern with regard to those matters set
out in this by-law or has committed past breaches of this by-law;

whether or not the Applicant or Licensee has failed to comply with
any requirements of any other applicable by-law of the City or any
Local Board thereof or of any statute, Order-in-Council, or
Regulation of the Provincial Legislature or the Parliament of
Canada, or of any Agency, Board or Commission thereof, in, upon
or in connection with the licensed activity or the premise, facilities,
equipment, vehicles and other property used or kept for hire in
connection with the licensed activity;

whether or not the Applicant or Licensee has any outstanding fines
imposed under the Provincial Offences Act for the contravention of
any provision of this by-law;

whether or not the applicant/licensee or his tenant has any
outstanding taxes owing to the City of Barrie in respect of the
business or premise in question.

Council shall comply with the following procedure in granting a licence,
refusing to grant a licence, revoking or suspending any licence issued
under this by-law:

where Council wishes to consider whet her or not to issue a licence
or to refuse to grant a licence or to suspend or revoke a licence
issued under this by-law, the Clerk shall fix a date and time for
such matter to be considered by Council and shall mail a Notice of
Hearing to the Licensee (at his last address as shown in the
records of the Issuer of Licences or the current year's Assessment
Roll) and to any other person who has applied to be heard with
regard to the matter;

such Notice shall be mailed at least (15) fifteen days prior to the
date and time fixed for such hearing;

at such hearing Council shall receive a report, either verbally, or in
writing, from the Issuer of Licences and from such other officers or
employees of the Corporation who may be involved in the matter
being considered by Council;

at the hearing before Council, the Licensee, either personally or
through his agent or solicitor, shall be afforded an opportunity to
present such material and evidence relevant to the issue before
Council as he may deem expedient and he may ask questions of
any person presenting evidence or a report to Council relevant to
the said issue.



Council may, in its sole discretion, afford any other person who applied to
be heard and who appears to have an interest in the matters under
discussion, an opportunity to present material and evidence relevant to the
issue before Council and to ask questions of any person presenting
evidence or a report to Council relevant to the said issues,

or the purposes of this Section a quorum of Council shall be a majority of
the members of Council and a decision by the majority of members present
shall be the decision of Council.

Council may, after having heard all of the evidence and submissions made
to it by the Applicant/Licensee, and the Issuer of Licences resolve into the
Committee of the Whole, to debate the matter and to reach its decision.

The decision made by Council sitting as the Committee of the Whole shall
be confirmed in open Council by Resolution immediately following the
meeting of the Committee d the Whole and a certified copy of such
Resolution shall be mailed to the Licensee, to any person who has
appeared before Council and requested that a copy of the Resolution be
provided to them, and to the Issuer of Licences.

The decision of Council to keep a licence, refuse to issue a licence, revoke
a licence or suspend a licence may be subject to such terms as Council
shall impose and shall be final.

No person shall engage in, or continue to conduct, or permit any person to
engage in or continue to conduct, a business for which a licence is required
under the by-law while such licence is suspended or revoked under the
provisions of this by-law.

Every person engaging in any business, for which he is required to be
licensed by the provisions of this by-law, shall be responsible that all the
provisions of this by-law with respect to the same are complied with.

CHARITABLE ORGANIZATIONS

Notwithstanding  Section and Section no
charitable or non-profit organization conducting tag days or approved by the
City Clerk to sell items, not in respect of a Special Event as set out in this
by-law, for the purpose of raising funds for such charitable organization
shall be required to obtain a licence under the provisions of this by-law.

ENFORCEMENT

A Municipal Law Enforcement Officer, Provincial Offences Officer, Police
Officer, or other duly appointed individual shall enforce the provisions of this
by-law.

No person _shall obstruct, hinder, or otherwise interfere with a Municipal

Law Enf orcement Officer, Provincial Offences Officer, Police Officer or
other duly appointed individual in the lawful carrying out of their duties and
responsibilities under the provisions of this by-law.




REGISTRY

The Issuer of Licences shall keep a licence register in which shall be
recorded the full operating name and address of each licensee, the address
of the place or premise in which the licensee carries on, conducts,
operates, maintains, keeps, or engages in the business, trade, occupation
or calling, object or amusement for which the licence was issued, the
number of the licence and any plates issued, the date of issue, the amount
of the licence fee paid, the date of expiry of the licence, the type of licence
issued, and any other particulars or observations pertaining to the same
which are useful or necessary.

INSURANCE

All insurance required under the provisions of this by-law shall be provided
at the time of application in a form acceptable to the City and in the amount
as specified pursuant to he applicable Sections of this by-law unless
otherwise approved or required by Council. Where applicable, Certificates
of Insurance shall nhame The Corporation of the City of Barrie as an
additional insured.  Further, any liability insurance shall contain an
endorsement specifying that the municipality shall be given thirty (30) days
written notice of any cancellation, expiration or change in the policy.

If for any reason such liability insurance is cancelled, expires or for any
other reason does not remain in effect, the licence for which the insurance
was required shall become void on the final date for which the insurance
was valid.

IDENTIFICATION OF LICENSEE, EMPLOYEES and AGENTS

Every person to whom a license has been issued under the provisions of
this by-law shall ensure that any person employed by or acting on behalf of
such licensee who is required to enter a dwelling unit for the purpose of
carrying out duties in respect to that license, is provided with and carries at
all times while working, photographic identification which shall clearly
identify:

the full legal name of the employee or agent;

the registered and operating name of the business for which the
employee works or agent represents;

the address and telephone number of the busness for which the
employee works or agent represents;

the City of Barrie business license number which authorizes the
business to operate within the City.

FEES AND INSPECTIONS

Table 1 hereunder sets out the inspections, approvals and documentation
required to accompany any application and further establishes the licence
fee required to be paid by the applicant at the time of application.

Notwithstanding any licence fee to be paid by any applicant as set out
under Table 1 hereunder, a LATE APPLICATION FEE of $25.00 shall
apply to any application received by the City after the due date established
for obtaining such licence. Incomplete applications shall be considered not
to have been received and may be returned to the applicant or held
pending further information. In any case where the application remains
incomplete after the date established for obtaining such licence, the LATE
APPLICATION FEE shall apply.

Despite the actual date of any application for renewal of licence, the fee for
such renewal shall be as set out in Table 1.

SCOPE AND AUTHORITY

Where a matter is subject to provincial regulation, any provision of this by-
law is without effect to the extent that it prohibits or regulates the matter in
substantially the same way as or in a more restrictive way than the
provincial regulation.

EXPIRY OF LICENCE

Jhe date of expiry shall be one year from date of issue unless otherwise

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SEVERABILITY

Should any section of this by-law be declared by a Court of competent
jurisdiction to be ultra vires or illegal for any reason, the remaining parts
shall nevertheless remain valid and binding, and shall be read as if the
offending section or part had been struck out.

EXEMPTIONS

The Clerk of The Corporation of the City of Barrie may grant an
exemption to any person from any provision of this by-law and impose
conditions for such exemption as may be considered reasonable and
necessary, provided such exemption does not interfere with the general
integrity of this by-law.

PENALTIES

Every person who contravenes the provisions of any section of this By-law
and every Director or Officer of a Corporation, who concurs in the
contravention by the Corporation, is guilty of an offence and liable upon
conviction liable to a fine not exceeding $25,000.00. (Municipal Act, S.O.
2001, c.25, s 161(1), s. 433(1.));

Where a Corporation is convicted of an offence under the provisions of this
By-law, the maximum penalty that may be imposed on the Corporation is

$50,000.00. (Municipal Act S.0. 2001, c. 25, s. 161 (3))
